The prevalence of NAFLD and NASH has surged in recent years due to the effects of modern
lifestyle choices and dietary patterns that have spread beyond developed countries to low- and
middle-income countries as well. This has launched fatty liver disease to become the leading cause
of chronic liver disease worldwide. As such, NASH is emerging as a critical global health priority that
requires us all to step up to address it.

On International NASH Day this year, we stood united in an unwavering commitment to confront the
disease head-on.
